DISTRICT MANAGERS MONTHLY REPORT
Firstly, Leann handed out the Budget vs. Actual, everything is looking good and on track for staying within what was approved. With what has come in, Leann is looking at putting some into the LAIF account since it still has a better interest rate than with the county. Secondly, Zach plans on setting pre-season traps in locations that either had no improvement or there was no source found. These locations are focusing on Aedes mosquitoes. With this, he is hoping to tackle the problem before it gets to the point it did last season. Thirdly, Tannan sent everyone an email in regards to the ethics training, this can be done in the Target Solutions training portal provided by SDRMA; along with information on the mandated fiscal and financial training that local agency officials must complete. Fourthly, the open position will be listed as Seasonal Vector Control Technician, with the notes that fulltime employment is possible if both parties at the end of the season feel that it is a good fit and performance reflects this, along with a pay increase if fulltime is obtained. They will be hired on in April so that Zach can train them, and hopefully both can start their individual routes come May. The listing will be on our website, Handshake, CSDA and possibly Indeed. Lastly, there is concern for Trustee Elias Acevedo; he has missed 3 meetings in the last six months, with no response from him concerning the missed meeting today.
